	BIG WORD TIME
	Lesson Recap and Introduction
Hello Children, 
Give your neighbor a hi5. Welcome to church. It’s a good day to be alive.
What did you learn from the parable we read last week?”

Last week we learnt that it is important that when we give our lives to Jesus, we need to keep the light of Jesus shinning in our lives by doing what makes God happy.

Turn to the person next to you and ask them to breath in and they out. Again! Wow! You are alive!!! Shake them a bit. They have life. I have life,
If you had a lot of money, what would you do with it?

Let me tell you a story that Jesus told the people about a rich man who had a lot of money and he didn’t care for the poor man who sat at his gate.

Let’s read Luke 16:19-31 (Summarized)
There was a very rich man and a poor beggar named Lazarus. In this life, the rich man enjoyed all the money he had, without a thought to anything but his own happiness. He looked good, ate well, and enjoyed when people talked about how rich he was. Lazarus, on the other hand, desired only for the crumbs that fell from the rich man’s table, but instead was refused and sent to eat with the dogs; however, when he died and was taken to heaven, he received the welcome and privilege of one belonging to King Jesus. When the rich man died, he found himself alone and begging for a simple drop of water; he was in hell.

	CREW TIME:

Like 16:19-31

























	Welcome to our crew (say the name of the crew). 
Prop: A Lighter or Match Box.

(Light a fire and show the children)

Children, hell is a real place and it is very hot just like if you touched this fire. In our Bible story today, we read about a rich man who didn’t care for his friend Lazarus who was very poor and didn’t have anything to eat. He went to hell when he died.

God speaks to our heart and says, "Care for the people around you." Some people say, "Not now Lord, call me again -- a little bit later." Some people don’t even hear God’s voice, just like the rich man.

1. What did you learn from the story of the rich man and Lazarus?
2. Why didn’t the rich man care for the poor Lazarus?
 
He didn’t have Jesus in his heart. He didn’t hear God’s voice telling him to care for the poor man, Lazarus.
When we become selfish and not care for others, we are not able to hear God calling us and telling us to care for others.

3. If you were the rich man, how would you have treated Lazarus?
Very good, I know you would have cared for Lazarus by giving him food, cleaning his wounds and giving him a place to stay because you are rich enough to be able to do that.

	CONCLUSION:
